What God smells – The sacrifices of a grateful and righteous man.

What God tastes – The sacrifices of the righteous.
Abraham fed The Lord when he appeared to him as three men by the terebinth trees of Mamre.

What God sees – A righteous man.

What God touches – The hearts of those who are valiant
